Criteria for eligibility for scholarships:

· Official graduation from Local High School during the 2009-2010 school years.

· Acceptance by an accredited university, college, or vocational/technical school.

· Completion of scholarship application, including transcripts and letters of recommendation.  Incomplete or late applications will not be considered.
· Participation as a player/or coach in the Wade Hampton Church Basketball League.
Application Process:

· Get application from participating churches or from the website: www.whchurchbasketball.com.
· Complete application, including all letters of recommendation, prior to deadline of Monday, March 30, 2010.  Turn in application to the Upstate Church Sports, PO Box 2357, Greer, SC 29652.

· Include a 1-page Written Statement.  Discuss your future educational and vocational/career goals and how you plan to use the scholarship money.

· Request copies of your official transcript of your high school grades and ACT/or SAT scores from the school counselor’s office.

· Get two letters of recommendation. One letter of recommendation must be from a high school teacher from whom you took a class so he or she can address your academic potential and achievement.  (Coaches, administrators, staff, and aides cannot write teacher recommendations unless you took a class from them.) The second from a Sunday school teacher or church staff member.
· Some scholarships have specific requirements for the letters of recommendation; be sure to follow the requirements.  Failure to have letters of recommendation that meet requirements will exclude you from consideration for some scholarships.

· The same two letters of recommendation will satisfy the requirements for all the scholarships for which you apply.  You do not have to have different letters for each scholarship as long as you meet any specific requirements.

· Submit THREE COPIES of your scholarship application, including all letters of recommendation, to the Board of Directors-Upstate Church Sports, PO Box 2357, Greer, SC 29652.

These scholarships will be awarded based on quality of application and how well the applicant meets the criteria.  High school grades, ACT/SAT scores, and financial need will be considered but will not be the only criteria for the scholarships being awarded.
Scholarships must be used within 12 months of award date for education-related expenses.  All recipients AND THEIR PARENTS must sign the Scholarship Terms of Agreement.
